Dorval QC., March 23, 2010 – The Lester B. Pearson School Board’s (LBPSB) Council of 
Commissioners welcomed a new member to their team.  Domenic Pavone was sworn in as 
Elementary Parent Commissioner during last evening’s Council of Commissioners meeting.  Mr. 
Pavone will replace former Parent Commissioner, Judy Mrenice.  Ms. Mrenice recently resigned 
her position on Council for personal reasons. 
 
Mr. Pavone has children enrolled in schools that are part of the LBPSB and is a member of the 
school board’s Central Parents Committee.  “I took on the parent commissioner’s role to try and 
make a difference within the community,” said Pavone.  “The task is great but the goal is to assist 
parents within the system as well as to bring forth their concerns.  I will be the parent voice at the 
table.” 
 
The Lester B. Pearson School Board is an English school board serving more than 32,000 
students and staff in 60 schools, adult and vocational centres, an International Language Centre, 
and an Administrative Centre on a territory from Verdun westward to the Ontario border.  The 
Lester B. Pearson School Board is recognized locally, nationally and internationally as a 
progressive and innovative public education institution pioneering a model of inclusive education 
and an acclaimed International Studies Program.  It is also the first school board in Quebec to 
pilot a universally-available half-day Kindergarten program for 4 year olds and a tri-lingual 
International full-day Pre-Kindergarten program.
